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If you've never used a vehicle scorecard before, it may help to plot out your metric goals before diving head
first into custom metric scorecards. Make sure they align with your fleet management goals/KPIs, and driver
policy. Use the following table as a guideline for planning purposes. Use the PDF icon above to print. One
example is provided.

Count Speeding Events 25% Custom Scale Over Posted Speed 100 Points = 0 Events
10+ MPH 60 Points = 10 Events
